



Title of the Course seeking General Education Status______________________________________
Rubric to Assess Humanities General Education Courses
Course Criteria:  any broad-based courses in the history of or appreciation of Art, Music and Theater; Literature; History; Foreign Language; Philosophy, or Religious Studies.  This category may include any broad-based course which is fundamentally the appreciation of a performing or a creative art.  Typically, studio arts courses, both performing and creative, involve predominately performance and creation, and therefore, do not satisfy this requirement.  This category also includes any broad-based course which is fundamentally a literature course.  Typically, journalism, creative writing, and other specialized writing courses involve predominately writing, and therefore do not satisfy this requirement.

Broad-based is defined as having a foundation or basis that is wide in range, introductory in nature.  Introductory is defined as

general, not focused on “majors” or academic or vocational specialization.  

NJCC Learning Goal:  Students will analyze works in the fields of art, music or theater; literature, philosophy and or religious studies; and/or will gain competence in the use of a foreign language. Colleges have discretion in establishing Individual College-wide Learning Objectives that support the achievement of the NJCC Learning Goal.  The following is a list of examples.

a.  Students will describe commonly used approaches and criteria for analyzing works in the fields of art, music, or theater; literature;


 philosophy and/or religious studies and possibly within the context of studying and using a language other than English. 
b.  Students will analyze works applying commonly used approaches and criteria.

c.  Students will describe and demonstrate a value added competence in the production and comprehension of a foreign language.

A course must receive a score of 8 or better to be approved.
