Course Criteria:  Any college level mathematics course including statistics, algebra, or calculus course(s).  These courses should build upon a demonstrated proficiency in basic algebra.  Students are expected to demonstrate proficiency in basic algebra as part of the A.A. and A.S. degrees.  Institutions are free to determine a basic algebra proficiency requirement for A.A.S. degrees and certificate programs.

Colleges have discretion in establishing Individual College-wide Learning Objectives that support the achievement of the NJCC Learning Goal.  The following is a list of examples.

a.  Students will translate quantifiable problems into mathematical terms and solve these problems using mathematical or statistical


operations.
b.  Students will construct graphs and charts, interpret them, and draw appropriate conclusions.

A course must receive a score of 8 or better to be approved.
