Rubric to Assess Technological or Information Literacy General Education Courses
Course Criteria:  Any course that emphasizes common computer technology skills (e.g. computer science, information technology) that helps students access, process, and present information.  This component is not required for students who can demonstrate competency.
NJCC Learning Goal:  Students will use computer systems or other appropriate forms of technology to achieve educational and personal goals.   Colleges have discretion in establishing Individual College-wide Learning Objectives that support the achievement of the NJCC Learning Goal.  The following is a list of examples.  Courses seeking Technological Literacy status should focus on meeting objectives a, b, and c.  Courses seeking Information Literacy status should focus on meeting objectives a, d, and e.
a. Students will use computer systems and/or other appropriate forms of media to create and present information.

b. Students will use current computer applications to identify, collect, and process information in text, numeric, and multimedia formats.

c. Students will become fluent and conversational in common computer terminology, components, architecture, and data concepts and processes.

d. Students will use appropriate library/learning resource tools such as cataloging systems to access information in reference publications, periodicals, bibliographies, and data bases.

e. Students will recognize when information is needed and be able to locate, evaluate, create, and use information.

A course must receive a score of 8 or better to be approved.
