Rubric to Assess Social Science General Education Courses
Course Criteria:  Any introductory courses in Anthropology, Economics, Geography, Political science, Psychology, or Sociology.  Typically this category is limited to broad-based courses.
Broad-based is defined as having a foundation or basis that is wide in range, introductory in nature.  Introductory is defined as general, not focused on “majors” or academic or vocational specialization. 
NJCC Learning Goal:  Students will use social science theories and concepts to analyze human behavior and social and political institutions and to act as responsible citizens.
Suggested Individual College-wide Learning Objectives:  Colleges have discretion in establishing Individual College-wide Learning Objectives that support the achievement of the NJCC Learning Goal.  The following is a list of examples.

1.  Students will analyze and discuss behavioral or societal issues using theories and concepts from a social science perspective.

2.  Students will explain how social institutions and organizations influence individual behavior.

3.  Students will describe and demonstrate how social scientists gather and analyze data and draw conclusions.


4.  Students will apply civic knowledge both locally and globally and engage in activities that exercise personal, social, and civic



 responsibility.

A course must receive a score of 8 or better to be approved.
