Berlin: immense, important, beautiful. The city has undergone enormous changes in the past 100 years. From the WWII bullet holes that still pepper the faces of everyday buildings and the remains of the Berlin Wall, to the luminous Brandenburg Gate, history is everywhere in Berlin. Since World War II, the city has emerged from the past and undergone the biggest construction project in Europe.
