Estimate of Retirement Benefits - Required to Attend the Workshop 
· If attending, members must print an Estimate of Retirement Benefits using the Member Benefits Online System (MBOS) and bring it to the workshop (retirement estimates will not be provided at the workshop). To register for MBOS go to: www.state.nj.us/treasury/pensions/mbosregister.shtml  and follow the registration instructions. Estimates obtained from MBOS are the same estimates obtained when visiting the Division’s offices and use identical salary and service information.

APPLY FOR RETIREMENT USING MBOS
Due to the expected increase in retirement applications, members must use the online Retirement Application available in MBOS. Submitting the application through MBOS reduces the chance of any delays in receipt of your application and provides for the fastest processing. Please also note that paper retirement applications will
not be available and will not be accepted at the workshops.
