DUAL ADMISSIONS PROGRAM

What does Dual Admissions mean? 

· Simultaneous admittance into both Brookdale Community College and Georgian Court University
Guaranteed entrance into a Georgian Court University Bachelor’s degree program (assuming you meet the admissions requirements) after earning an Associate degree at Brookdale Community College.  
What are the benefits?

· Special advising from Georgian Court University personnel while enrolled at Brookdale
· Invitation to attend Georgian Court University events related to your major while you are enrolled at Brookdale

· Ability to earn both an associate’s degree and a bachelor’s degree while maximizing transferability of credits

· Reserved spot in the Bachelor’s degree program at Georgian Court University

· Option to follow the Georgian Court University degree requirements in place at time of Dual Admissions Program enrollment or the degree requirements in place at the time of entrance to Georgian Court University
· Waiver of application fee to Georgian Court University
· No fee to have transcripts from Brookdale sent to Georgian Court University
Who is eligible to participate?

· Any currently enrolled Brookdale student who is not in the last term of the Associate degree 

Where can I take the Georgian Court University part of the Bachelor’s degree program?

· Some are offered at the Wall Higher Education Center/Communiversity with discounted tuition.  Georgian Court University ONLY accepts Communiversity Dual Admissions applicants for the Fall semester.  
· All participating programs are offered at Georgian Court University’s Lakewood campus.  Some are offered at Georgian Court University’s location in Woodbridge for students meeting special admission requirements.

Graduates of the Brookdale Honors Program can transfer as juniors into the Honors Program at Georgian Court University.

Are all the Georgian Court University programs open to both men and women?

· Yes, although students enrolled in some GCU University College (coeducational) programs must be able to take both day and evening classes.
How many credits are required?

A minimum of 120 credits is required for a Bachelor’s degree at Georgian Court University.  Students who are pursuing a double-major (including all education majors) are likely to need to earn more than 120 credits to satisfy the requirements of both major programs.  

How many credits can I transfer to this program? 

1. Communiversity programs:  Students enrolling at Georgian Court may transfer up to 75 community college credits.  However, for double-major programs, which are liberal arts major programs combined with teacher certification, all credits applicable to the Communiversity degree plan will transfer (typically 75-84 credits).  Students who are pursuing a double-major (including all education majors) may require more than two years of full-time course work beyond the Associate degree to complete the Bachelor’s degree requirements for both majors.

2. Lakewood program:  Students enrolling at Georgian Court may transfer up to 75 community college credits.  Students who are pursuing a double-major (including all education majors) may require more than two years of full-time course work beyond the Associate degree to complete the Bachelor’s degree requirements for both majors.

Tuition (all figures are for 2009-2010 academic year):

1. Communiversity:  $504 per credit, plus term fees.  For a student taking 12 credits, the tuition would be $6,048, plus term fees.

2. Lakewood (Women’s College and University College):  $570 per credit for 1-11 credits, plus term fees; $11,623 flat tuition for 12-18 credits, plus semester fees.
