Nobel prize winner hopes victory will attract more women to economics
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The “unbelievable honour” of being awarded the Nobel prize in economic sciences is amplified for American Eilnor Ostrom by the fact that she is the first woman recipient. 
"Having lived through an era when I was thinking of going to graduate school, and was strongly discouraged because I would never be able to do anything but teach in a city college, life has changed," Dr. Ostrom told Nobelprize.org with a laugh today immediately after the award was announced.
She said she has attended economics conferences where she has been the only woman in the room, but the ratio of women to men in her field is slowly changing. "I would hope that the recognition here is helping that along," she said. 
Dr. Ostrom, a political scientist at Indiana University, won for her work on economic governance and how self-organized properties can flourish.
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
