Please note:  study abroad and exchange students do not have the full selection of University of Stirling accommodation options 
every year.  Accommodation application forms are sent to successful applicants and will contain information about the specific 
types of accommodation available for that academic year.   
 
University accommodation is guaranteed for all incoming study abroad and exchange students who return their application 
forms by the specified date.  However, we are unable to guarantee on campus accommodation.  Off campus accommodation 
is a short bus ride from the University, and students receive discounted bus tickets.  Off campus accommodation is less 
expensive than on campus accommodation, but students are responsible for some electricity costs.  Please refer to the

Estimated Food Costs 
The University estimates food costs at £700 for one semester.  Clearly this is an estimate and students’ personal catering 
choices will vary.  All university accommodation is self-catering, but students do have the option of purchasing meal plans.  A 
range of meal plans are available which provide choices for students who may wish to use university catering almost all the 
time, or for those who may use catering services to a more limited extent.  Please note:  students who attend for a full academic 
year are offered housing to cover the full period, but no allowance has been made in the other estimates to cover vacation 
times.

English Language Requirements 

 
Applicants should note that all students, at the time of their admission to the University, are required to be sufficiently fluent in 
the English Language to be able to derive maximum benefit from course modules taught in that language.  It is therefore 
necessary, for those whose first language is not English, to demonstrate a measure of English-language ability by having passes 
in certain recognised tests and examinations.  One of the following qualifications will be acceptable. 
 
For students on certain recognised exchange programmes, there may be an inter-university agreement for the recognition of 
a student’s English language ability which may mean that admission is possible without the student having to sit or hold one 
of the following tests.  In this case, a students’ academic reference would have to attest to their ability to attend classes and 
complete assignments in English.  Students should check with their exchange co-ordinator. 
 

AEB Test for Educational Purposes: Grade III or better in listening, reading and writing. 
 

British Council International English Language Testing System (IELTS): Average score or 6.0 or above, and 5.5 in Listening and 
Writing. 

Cambridge Certificate in Advanced English: Grade B 

Cambridge Certificate of Proficiency in English: Grade C or better. 

English Language Skills Assessment (ELSA):  Score of 383, minimum of 199 in Listening / 183 in Reading plus Writing II, score of 4 
and Speaking, Intermediate High. 

Hong Kong English Language Examination (from 2007):  Grade 3 or above. 

International GCSE English as a Second Language (Cambridge): Grade C or better, based on Extended Curriculum. 

London Chamber of Commerce English for Business Examination (LCCI): Third level. 

London Chamber of Commerce English for Commerce Examination (LCCI): Third level. 

Oxford – ARELS Examination (Higher Level): Credit or Distinction. 

Oxford International Business English Certificate (OIBEC): Pass. 

Pearson Test for English – Academic:  Overall Score of 54 with a minimum of 44 in each Section.  For a degree with a literary 
content, overall Score of 69. 

SQA Higher in ESOL:  Grade C 

TOEFL: American Test of English as a Foreign Language: Minimum score of 550PBT, 213CBT, 80iBT. 

TOEIC:  all 4 components required.  800 overall, with at least 750 in each component. 

University of London GCE ‘O’ Level syllabus B in English Language: Grade C or better.

What Happens Next? 
 

1. When we get your complete set of application 
materials, we ask academic departments to 
approve your course module choices.  We will 
then send you a letter offering you admission 
and listing your pre-approved modules.  We 
will ask you to return an acceptance of this 
offer. 

 
2. You must return your acceptance form 

accepting this offer and confirming the three 
modules that you would like to be registered 
for.  If you do not return this form, you will 
not be registered for any modules. 

 
3. If you do not have a passport at this time, you 

must attach a copy of your passport page 
with your acceptance form. 

 
4. After this, we will send you a Registration 

Pack (from late May for full year and autumn 

semester students and from early December 
for spring semester students) which includes 
your Accommodation Application Form.   
 
Students may not apply for accommodation 
until they have been sent this form by the 
International and Study Abroad Office.  
 
 The Registration Pack contains important 
information about enrolment so read this 
carefully! 

 
5. Final details about the orientation 

programme and other useful information is 
made available online to students in our 
Welcome Pack (in August for full year and 
autumn students and January for spring 
semester students). 

 
 
Late Withdrawal 
Students who withdraw up to three weeks into the programme will have to pay 10% of the semester’s tuition fee.  
Students who withdraw after three weeks will be charged for the full semester.
