This scholarship is open to any Brookdale Community College student, who is registered for at least six credits
and who is not eligible to complete the Federal Application for Student Aid (FAFSA). Applicants are encouraged
to complete The New Jersey Alternative Financial Aid Application, a state financial aid application which does
not have a US citizenship requirement. Selection will be based on qualities traditionally demonstrated by the
immigrant community: hard work, resourcefulness, perseverance in the face of adversity, academic
achievement, leadership, and commitment to one's community. Those chosen will be the recipient of one
scholarship ranging from $200-51000. Students that are new or past recipients of this scholarship are
encouraged to apply each Fall and Spring term that they are registered for classes. There is no citizenship
requirement for this scholarship. Please Note: All Frank Whyman Scholarship applicants are required, if
selected, to meet twice with their Student Success Coach each academic term to receive personalized
assistance and academic guidance - once to pick their courses and the second to plan their program for the next
term. They are also required to meet at least once each term with a representative of Career, Leadership &
Transfer Pathways in conjunction with their Success Coach.

Application deadline is June 15th for the Fall semester and November 15th for the Spring

semester.
