
 
Articulation Agreement between Brookdale Community College and The New School 

The New School Bachelor’s Program is designed to offer transfer students a broad, ambitious, and stimulating curriculum 
in the liberal arts.

Articulation Agreement Highlights 

1. Admission to the Bachelor’s Program is guaranteed* to Brookdale graduates meeting all requirements in the formal 
agreement and who earn an Associate’s degree in one of the following majors:

a. A.A. Business Administration Program (including Accounting option) 
b. A.A. Humanities Program – all options (Art, Broadcasting, Communication Design, Creative Writing, English, 

Journalism, Languages, Liberal Education, Media Studies, Music, Photography, Public Relations, Speech 
Communications, Speech/Theater, Women’s Studies) 

c. A.A. Social Sciences Program – all options (Anthropology, Ethnic Studies, History, International Studies, Philosophy, 
Political Science, Psychology, Public Administration) 

 
* The New School reserves the right to deny admission to any student who does not meet our academic requirements 
or code of conduct.    

2. A minimum GPA of 3.0 is required for graduates who are admitted via this agreement, and students must enroll at 
The New School for the semester immediately following their Brookdale graduation.  

3. This articulation agreement allows a student to transfer all the required credits needed to complete the associate 
degree programs listed above.  The bachelor’s degree can then be completed upon reaching 120 total credits. 

4. The New School offers two scholarships specifically for community college graduates.  The first is the Academic 
Opportunity Grant, awarded on the basis of merit and need to community college graduates who demonstrate 
qualities contributing to the strength and diversity of the student body.  The second is linked to the PTK Honors 
Society, whereby members are considered for need and merit-based scholarships in recognition of their academic 
achievement as community college students.
